Essay Part 11

Identify and describe an actual or emerging healthcare issue that affects the health of a
population. What approach would you use to assess healthcare needs and how would you
implement change at the organizational level to improve healthcare outcomes in this population?
Specify resources and best evidence you would use to address this issue as well as stakeholders
with whom you would collaborate. Describe your vision on how DNP prepared nurses can serve
as leaders who will influence healthcare policies, relevant to a specific population, at the state or
national level.
